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Tips to Help You Complete Your DJ&T Foundation Application
We hope that you will take a moment to review these tips so that you avoid the most commonly made mistakes we see in DJ&T applications.  This will help speed the processing of your application.  You do not have a deadline for submitting your form so take your time to be sure the information is correct.  Thank you.
1. The DJ&T Foundation is seeking to fund the spaying and neutering of dogs whose owners cannot or will not otherwise take this precaution against over population.  Our funds are aimed at this specific area and we do NOT underwrite the neutering of dogs housed in your facility or other shelters.  We do not fund the neutering of cats.  
2. Acceptance of a grant means that your efforts will be monitored on a regular basis to assure you meet our guidelines in all areas.  If an organization uses funds to support efforts that do not conform to our guidelines, the grant will be canceled and incurred expenses will not be reimbursed.  All DJ&T funds are to provide sterilization procedures for companion dogs which may not otherwise be spayed or neutered.  All surgeries must be performed by qualified, State Licensed Veterinarians in good standing. 
3. DJ&T funds may not in ANY MANNER whatsoever be used to reduce, offset or supplement adoption fees, or to pay any fees prior to or after adoption.  Nor may these funds be used for dogs in foster care, adoption, rescue, or sanctuary programs.  Read the “Application for Grant” carefully to be sure your plans coincide with DJ&T Foundation goals.

4. The application is our basic reference document.  It should be left intact, stapled together so that we can quickly reference the information and confirm your eligibility.  You must return the application unchanged in the same numerical order as it is provided by the foundation.  You are encouraged to attach any additional information, beyond that which is required in the application, relevant to your organization, the animal situation in your area, and whatever else seems appropriate to support the case for your grant.  
5. If you are outsourcing veterinary services, please be sure that your organization has negotiated the best possible fees for spaying and neutering from local veterinarians.  They should be up to date on the techniques of early spaying and neutering* of 8 – 12 week old puppies. 
6. Be sure to describe the current animal population situation in your community and comment to the best of your ability upon how your grant will impact the number of unaltered dogs.


 *Early spay and neutering has been practiced for over 20 years now.  It has a proven track record of safety when proper preparation and anesthesia protocols are used.  It is important that the kittens/puppies not be fasted prior to the procedure as we do with adult pets.  If your vet does not do early s/n’s, you should search for one who does.  The procedures are accepted and safe and all veterinarians should be regularly using them.
